The Victory was refurbished and
renamed the Rapallo theatre on
the 16" December 1966 with
Carry on Cowboy (supported by
A Home of Your Own) as its first
attraction.

HOW OUR INDUSTRY HAS CHANGED

With TITANIC as the last 70mm presentation in the 20'" Century premiering at the Hoyts Centre on the 17"
December 1997, only two films THE MASTER and THE HATEFUL EIGHT have been produced and released in
70mm for the Sydney city and suburban multiplex.

By the end of 1989 when the Lyceum theatre was demolished, nine of the ten city theatres of Sydney which
presented 70mm were closed. Only the Greater Union [now known as Event Cinemas] State theatre
building remains as an operational theatre and cinema.

The table below lists in date order each of these ten single screen theatres and the four multiplex in the city
